A. Home school athletes who want to compete at a member school must submit a letter stating that 51 percent of their curriculum is received from home schooling. Letter needs to be signed by parents. 

B. Prospective students from local Junior High schools or other charter schools must submit in writing the hardship form before the start of the sports season they are requesting to compete in for the member school. 

· These student athletes are not able to compete in other leagues during this time.

Classification Appeal Form

Article 2 Section 2.9 

A Classification Committee will meet at the spring organizational meeting to determine the maximum student enrollment levels for each of the CAA High School classifications, ( AAA, AA, A). This committee will consist of 1 representative from each CAA basketball conference within the AAA, AA, and A classifications.  

1. These representatives will be elected by member schools within their respective basketball conferences by February 1st.  
2. The classification committee will determine the classification level for the next school year (eg. Classification meeting held in March 2011, will determine the maximum student enrollment levels for the 2011/2012 school year.) 
3. A new school joining the CAA after the spring organizational meeting will be inserted into conferences, to be determined by the CAA Classification Committee.  
4. An appeal to be placed in a higher or lower conference must be submitted in writing to the Classification Committee, by April 1st. Procedures for division placement appeal shall be determined by the Classification Committee.  
5. The burden of providing evidence in support of the appeal is on the appealing school. The weight given to any particular criteria is in the sole discretion of the Classification committee.  
PURPOSE OF FORM: This form is to be used only by an CAA member school to appeal division or conference placement.
The CAA Classification Committee will review, consider and decide the appealing school’s request to be placed in a higher or lower Conference utilizing as a general guideline the following criteria.

3. Position (support or opposition) of sending and receiving conferences on school’s appeal
4. Geography / loss of school time

5. Makeup of student population

6. Competitive history over last four (4) school years in all sports, at all levels

7. Record of cancellation of games and/or sports at all levels over the four (4) school years
8. Any other information considered significant by the appealing school or the CAA   Classification Committee 
9. Consideration for the overall balance of the number of schools in each conference.

The burden of providing evidence in support of the appeal is on the appealing school. The weight given to any particular criteria is in the sole discretion of the CAA Classification Committee
