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      Varsity 8-Man Football – Section 3
3.1
The CAA shall adopt the current edition of the National Federation of State High School Associations (NFHS) Football Rules Book.  These rules shall govern CAA games unless noted below.  All discrepancies will be ruled upon by the league director and/or discipline committee.
3.2
All CAA Varsity football games are scheduled for four (4) twelve minute quarters.

3.2.1
Games will have a modified running clock.  The clock will restart on the whistle after a dead ball.

3.2.2
Regular NFHS timing rules apply for the final 2 minutes of the half and game.

3.2.3 
Halftime will be 15 minutes

3.3
The CAA will adhere to the following mercy rule.

3.3.1
There will be a running clock after a team takes a 32 point lead at any time during the game.  
3.3.2
If at the start or anytime during the 4th quarter, a team has a lead of 42 or more points, the game will be ended by the officials based on the mercy rule and the team with the lead will be declared the winner.
3.4
The field may be set up for 11 man or 8 man football, depending on what is available to the home team.
3.5
The home team is responsible for providing the following for ALL home games:

3.5.1
Officials – Teams outside of the Valley area are responsible for assigning own officials.
3.5.2
Emergency Trained Official on site.  This may be EMT’s, Ambulance, Athletic Trainer, or Team Doctor.

3.5.3
Uniformed Police Officer

3.5.4
Scoreboard Operator

3.5.5
Chain Operators

3.6
Players who are ejected must immediately leave the bench area.  They are permitted to stay within a reasonable distance of the team for supervision purposes, but may not stay on the sideline with the rest of the team.

3.6.1   Players or Coaches who are ejected must submit a CAA Ejection Report to the CAA Executive Director within 24 hours.           

 3.6.2 Ejected players are suspended for one game following the game they are ejected in.  A second ejection may result in the suspension for the remainder of the season.

3.7
Teams may not have more than 30 players in uniform on the sideline for any given game.  

3.8        Referee Fee’s: $75.00 per official X 4 officials per game. 

             (Game fee only applies to registered CAA Officials) Teams outside the valley assign own officials. 

3.9        State Tournament Field Dimensions:
